B How to Install

1. Select the method of mounting that best suits your purpose B To Operate Blinds

(see illustrations A, B, C)

Lowering:

Hold cord at eye level and move to left pulling down gently
until cord lock releases. Allow cord lock to slip though fingers
until blind reaches desired level. Move pull cord to the right
and release; blind will lock automatically.

A. Inside mounting to the inside of window frame.

Raising:

Pull cord downward until blind reaches desired height, release
cord, the blind locks automatically. For larger blinds use your
other hand to lift the bottom rail and slats in the center of the
blind.
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B, i Tilting:

Pull either cord on left side of blind to filt desired slat positions.
C. Ceiling mounting to an overhead surface such as the top

inside or window frame or ceiling. Important:
Always tilt blind horizontally, in the open position, before rasing
- or lowering the blind, this increases the life of the blind.
